 Mr. Adams requested that the 2003 Audit be removed from the Consent Agenda.  He felt that this 
 issue is very important to this community and should be discussed in a special meeting. 
 

Mr. Bisio made a motion to approve the consent agenda as modified.  Ms. Carcone supported the  
motion.

5.  CALL TO THE PUBLIC ON NON-AGENDA ITEMS  
 
 Shirley Baker, 27239 Stancrest, stated that at the last meeting something was mentioned about 
 water and the City of Detroit.  She questioned what was stated.  Mr. Shigley stated that he  
 received a letter from Don Green, Supervisor of Milford Township, indicating that they have been 
 in correspondence with Wixom, who has been in correspondence with the City of Detroit, in 
 regard to water coming to this area.  This would make Detroit water available for Milford Township 
 and Lyon Township.  He stated that Mr. Green sent us a letter requesting that they have a meeting 
 to discuss this. 
 
 Ms. Baker stated that this will not affect her because she won’t use the water system.  She stated 
 that Detroit is trying to generate revenue to repair their crumbling infrastructure.  She stated that 
 their rates are out of control.  Mr. Olson updated the Board on this issue.   
 
 Ms. Baker questioned if there is someplace that the voters can go to see who has contributed to 
 the campaign funds of the people running for office.  She felt that the citizens are going to want to 
 know who is contributing.  Ms. Johnson stated that the Oakland County Elections has a division that 
 tracks all this information.  She stated that this is not handled locally.  Mr. Adams stated that the 
only 
 problem with this is that the information is not available until after the elections.  He stated that in  
 his case, he will go public and state that he is not taking any contributions.  Mr. Shigley stated that 
 he will check to see if he can set up something that will allow the public to view this information. 
 
  Judy Roscoe, 25700 Milford Road, questioned how much water could be generated with all the  
 building going on in the Township without creating problems for the existing homeowners.  She  
 noted that they have already had problems from the building that is going on behind her home. 
 Mr. Olson stated that the information that they have on the aquifers is that the Township can 
 currently handle 1,000 gallons a minute.  He noted that there is an aquifer on Ten Mile Road in the 
 Woodwind development that is a 2,000 gallon a minute.  He stated that he does not believe that  
 there has been a hydro/geo analysis for the entire Township as to what the maximum capabilities 
 or limitations are.  He stated that at this point, it appears that the Township does have enough 
 water to serve the needs of the proposed projects.  He stated that how far this will extend in the 
 future will depend on the usage.  Mr. Crandell briefly discussed this issue. 
 
 Darcy Hollon, 24300 Martindale Road, questioned if any of the incumbents would be willing to set 
 up a debate between themselves and their opponents.  She stated that it would be interesting to 
 hear what everyone has to say.  Mr. Olson stated that typically something like this would be  

handled by the League of Women Voters or possibly the Chamber or other third party  
organizations. 
 
Ms. Hollon questioned if there is any way that the Township can step up enforcement on the some  
of the roads that are taking the brunt for the bypass of Ten Mile Road.  She stated that there is a  
problem with speeding.  Mr. Shigley stated that he will mention this to Sgt. Crockett. 

 
 Ted Soper, 27565 T.F. Hicks Court, discussed the condition of the road going through the park to  
 the baseball diamonds.  He questioned who is responsible for the maintenance of these roads 
 because they are terrible.  Mr. Olson responded that Allied Waste is the responsible for the topo. 
 He stated that there is really no immediate plans to do anything until the landfill ceases its  
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 movement. 
 
 Robin Allen 28550 Tindale Trail, questioned if Mr. Quinn has ever taken political campaign donations 
 from Continental’s Attorneys.  Mr. Shigley responded that he does not know.  Mr. Allen submitted a 
 copy of a page he acquired which indicates that Honigman, Miller, et al., which are Continental’s 
 Attorneys, gave a $100 contribution.  He stated that he feels that this is a conflict of interest.  He  
 stated that Mr. Quinn is defending the Township against Continental but is taking contributions from 
 Continental’s Attorneys. 
 
 Mr. Quinn stated that first of all he is not defending the Township against any claim brought by  
 these Attorneys, that is done by the Township’s insurance carrier.  He stated that his only position is  
 to act as a liaison between that Attorney and the Board of Trustees.  He stated that he takes no  

part in the active prosecution of that case.  He told Mr. Allen to make sure he gets his facts right  
before he starts making accusations.   

 
 Mr. Quinn stated that secondly, it was a $100 contribution and he is not even sure what year it was. 
 It was probably the year he ran for judge.  He stated that if Mr. Allen thinks that a $100 contribution  
 in any way would affect his ability to make a decision regarding the Township, he would ask that 
 Mr. Allen look at himself and ask himself if he would be affected by a $100 contribution.  He stated 
 that the overall contributions were probably in excess of $30,000 for his campaign.  He stated that 
 he does not appreciate innuendoes and told Mr. Allen that he should make sure that he has his 
 facts correct before coming back before him again.  Mr. Allen stated that his facts are right. 
 
 Mr. Olson stated that he noticed that this is only one page out of 37 pages.  He stated that they 
 just heard a sum total of over $30,000.  He noted that this $100 is less that 1%.  He questioned what 
 the point is.

7. ANNOUNCEMENTS AND COMMUNICATIONS 
  
 Mr. Shigley presented and award to Robin Allen for his efforts in the clean-up of a two mile stretch 
 of Milford Road. 
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 Mr. Shigley stated that they have received an e-mail from Christina Bush regarding the MDCH 
 Exposure Investigation, which he read.  He noted that they will post this e-mail on the board. 
 
8. UNFINISHED BUSINESS 
 
 a.  Resolution Concerning U.S. Postal Zip Codes 
 
 Mr. Cash stated that he would like to see this issue on the November ballot as an advisory  
 question.  Ms. Johnson asked Mr. Quinn if advisory questions were legal.  Mr. Quinn responded  
 that they are nothing more than statements made by electors, only those who vote as to their 
 opinion.  He stated that there is nothing illegal, they can chose to file it or just disregard it. 
 
 Mr. Cash felt that by putting an advisory question on the ballot it would give them a better feel of
 how the residents feel about this issue.  He stated that he has not counted the responses that they 
 have received thus far, but indicated that it looks about 50/50.  
 

Mr. Cash made a motion to put an advisory question regarding this issue on the November ballot. 
Ms. Carcone supported the motion. 
 
Mr. Shigley asked if there were any comments regarding the motion from the Board.  There were 
none.  He then asked if there were any public comments.   
 
Pat Haas, Spaulding Road, expressed her concerns with what is being proposed.  She indicated  
that she is not totally convinced that this change would be a good thing.

b.  Board of Review Meeting Minutes 
 
Ms. Carcone briefly discussed why she brought up this issue at the last meeting.  Mr. Shigley stated 
that he had asked Mr. Quinn to consult with Oakland County on this issue.  Mr. Quinn stated that 
per the discussion of the Board at the last meeting, they pulled out the Michigan Administrative  
Code under the State Tax Commission Rules to see what the regulations stated regarding the 

Board 
of Review and the minutes.  He read the section that relates to this issue.  He stated that he called 
Oakland County Equalization, which handles about 95% of all Townships in the County, and spoke 
with Dave Heiber, who acknowledged that in all the Townships the Supervisor is the Secretary and 
the taker of the minutes.  He further discussed his conversation with Mr. Heiber. 
 
Mr. Shigley asked if there were any public comments regarding this issue. 
 
Troy Schilling, 57780 Twelve Mile Road, explained what sparked his interest in this issue.  He discussed 
the tax relief that was granted for some of the residents who live around Continental.  He stated 
that there should be minutes kept on file for people to refer to, if necessary. 
 
There was brief discussion with regard to how tax relief is granted through the Board of Review. 
 
There was no formal action taken on this issue, it was on the agenda for information purposes only.  
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c.  Engineers Updates – West Pontiac Trail Water Main SAD, West Pontiac Trail Sanitary Sewer SAD 
     and Improvements to South Hill Well Site 
 
Mr. Crandell updated the Board on the status of these issues by reviewing the comments indicated 
in the Giffels-Webster Engineers letter dated June 2, 2004. 
 
Mr. Crandell briefly discussed the transfer of the wastewater treatment plant from Woodwind to  
the Township.   
 
Mr. Adams expressed concerns with the amount of deficit the Township has in the sewer fund. 
He suggested that they have a special meeting to discuss the this and the suggestions that were 
made by the Auditors.  Mr. Shigley concurred.  After further discussion, it was determined that the 
Board would schedule a special meeting to discuss the 2003 Audit and Woodwind. 
 
Ms. Carcone made a motion to schedule a special meeting for Thursday, June 17, 2004, at 6:00 PM. 
Mr. Adams supported the motion.

Darcy Hollon, 24300 Martindale Road, asked if she could make some comments since she will not 
be able to attend the special meeting.  Mr. Shigley indicated that this would be fine.  Ms. Hollon 
questioned the prepaying of REU’s and where the money goes.  She stated that she does not 
want to the see the Township get in over their heads so that they feel that they need to grant 
density bonuses.  She questioned with regard to the construction manager, what type of fee would 
this person get.  Mr. Crandell responded that the fee would be less that what Walbridge-Aldinger 
charged the Township. 
 
d.  Engineers Update on Various Drainage Issues 
 
This issue was discussed in conjunction with Item 8c, above. 
 
e.  Planned Development Preliminary Language 
 
Mr. Doozan stated that because of the number of planned developments that they have seen  
they feel that some changes need to be made.  He stated that this is very similar as to what was 
presented to the Board in January, 2004.  He stated that this was given to the Township who was  
asked to review the information and write down their comments or concerns.  He noted that they 
have not received anything back from the Board. 
 
Mr. Doozan stated that one issue that keeps coming up over and over again is addressed on 
page 7-16, which is Township Board involvement at the preliminary review stage.  He noted that 
this issue has been brought up many times at the Planning Commission level.  He stated that the 
Township Board is usually not involved in the reviews until the final review.  These revisions would 
make it so that the Township Board is involved at the preliminary review stage.  The Board would 
take action at this point rather than waiting until the end of the process to take action. 
 
Mr. Doozan suggested that a sub-committee of a couple Board members be formed to go 
through this with the Planner.  He stated that the Planner could identify and explain the revisions 
and also identify any concerns that still  need to be resolved.  He felt that it would be worthwhile to  
get a lot of the proposed revisions into the ordinance. 
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Mr. Shigley asked if the Board is interested in the concept of forming a sub-committee.  Mr. Young 
stated that he would rather see all Board members commit to reviewing this thoroughly and put 
notes next to items they don’t understand or have questions/concerns about and then bring it  
back.  He stated that it is possible that when they read through this there may only be a few 
questions.  

 
Mr. Young made a motion to have the Board members take the Planned Development  
Ordinance home to review and provide comments and then bring it back to the Board to see 
if they need a sub-committee.  Mr. Cash supported the motion. 
 
Mr. Shigley asked if there were any comments from the Board regarding the motion.  Mr. Bisio  
stated that they went through this process before and didn’t get anywhere.  He stated that they 
would basically be doing the same thing that they did several months ago.  He stated that there 
are really two issues here that are very important, one being the Board’s involvement in the  
Planned Development preliminary process.  He felt that they should address this issue and get it 
approved.  He stated that the other important issue involves the density bonus percentage. 
 
Mr. Young amended his motion to indicate that the following sections should be reviewed so 
that action can be taken: 

- Page 7-2 Item D2 - Page 7-4 Item C  - Page 7-16 Item 7 
 Mr. Cash supported the amendment to the motion. 

 
Mr. Shigley asked if there were any public comments. 
 
Troy Schilling, 58870 Twelve Mile Road, questioned if there is anyway that he could get a copy of 
this document.  Mr. Shigley responded that a copy of this could be acquired at the Township  

 offices during business hours.  Mr. Schilling questioned if there is anyway that this information could  
be scanned in and put on the web.  Mr. Shigley responded that they will be discussing this a little  

 later in the meeting, it is an agenda item.  Mr. Schilling questioned if there is any chance that the 
 density bonus issue could be put on a ballot to let the voter decide what percentage bonus could 
 be allowed.

10. NEW BUSINESS 
 
 f.  Award of Fire Station Sign Bids 
 

Mr. Olson stated that the Fire Department went out for bids to place signs outside each of the 
fire stations.  He stated that they did receive one bid from Custom Visual Creations. 
 
Tim Blackwood, Fire Inspector, stated that the signs would designate that this is the location of 
the Fire Department and would also allow them to post information on them.  He stated that 
they went out for bid and received one bid and this is the company that they would like to go 
with.  He stated that the money would come from the original bond money to build the stations. 
 
Mr. Olson noted that there are several different proposals in the packet and questioned which  
option the Fire Department has selected.  Mr. Blackwood responded that the designer came up 
with two different designs, one with brick on the bottom and one with brick on the sides.  He  
stated that the actual signing portion will be the same on either sign.   
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Mr. Olson noted that the sign area is 40 square feet and that the proposed height is 7’ tall.  He 
questioned if this would require a variance from the ZBA.  Mr. Doozan responded that it would for 
the height.  The ordinance only allows a sign height to be 5’.  There was discussion with regard to 
the height.  It was determined that Mr. Blackwood would go back to the company and request 
an amended bid for a 5’ sign so that a variance would not have to be sought. 
 
Mr. Adams questioned if the construction money has a deadline to be spent.  Mr. Blackwood  
responded that the money would come from the bond money that they acquired to build the  
stations.  Mr. Adams questioned what other things could be bought with the money.  He stated 

that  
he wondered what the perception of the community would be as to whether they are wasting the  
Township’s money or not by spending $14,000 on signs.  Mr. Blackwood stated that the original  
plans for the stations included these signs. 
 
Ms. Carcone stated that she liked the idea of having the signs.  She felt that it would be great for 
the Township.  They could post information for the residents on the signs. 
 
Mr. Young stated that he likes the idea of the brick on the signs and would like to see the brick 
match the building.  He stated that if there is a way that the designer could work it and reduce the 
height of the sign to 5’, he would like to see that so that they adhere to the Township’s ordinances. 
 
Mr. Shigley stated that he is a little concerned about spending money until they discuss the audit. 

 
 Ms. Carcone made a motion to reject the existing bid and ask the company to re-bid on a sign 
 that fits within the Township’s sign ordinance with limited or a reasonable amount of brick. 
 Mr. Bisio supported the motion. 
 
 Mr. Shigley asked if there were any comments regarding the motion from the Board.  There were 
 none.  He then asked if there were any public comments. 
 
 Darcy Hollon, 24300 Martindale Road, stated that she likes the idea of having signs.  She felt that 
 it would be nice to have information posted for events and things happening in the Township.  She 
 questioned if the money would dissolve if they did not spend it.  Mr. Cash responded that it 
 would not because it is not grant money. 
 
 Troy Schilling, 57780 Twelve Mile Road, questioned if there is a timetable as to when the money has 
 to be spent by.  Mr. Olson responded that they had to spend 25% of the original issue otherwise the 
 State would look into this.  Ms. Carcone stated that they are within proper compliance.

b.  Resolution to Award of Bids – Woodwind Well Special Assessment District and General Obligation 
     For Water Supply Improvements 

 
 Mr. Quinn stated that this is the Woodwind Well Improvements Special Assessment District Bonds. 
 He stated that the low bidder on these bonds was Banc One Capital Market.  From the Bond 
 Resolution prepared by Mr. Wyzgowski, the interest rate is set at 3% beginning in the year 2006  
 and gradually increasing to the year 2014 to 4.1%.  He stated there were four bids altogether. 
 
 Ms. Johnson noted that the Township’s Standard and Poor’s rating is an A-, which is very good. 
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 Mr. Quinn stated that based on the information provided by Mr. Wyzgowski and Mr. Traciak, this 
 award resolution is in the proper form for the Board’s consideration. 
 
 Ms. Carcone made a motion to award the bonds for the Woodwind Well to Banc One Capital 
 Market for an interest rate of 3.761222.  Ms. Johnson supported the motion. 
 

Mr. Shigley asked if there were any comments regarding the motion from the Board.  There were 
none.  He then asked if there were any public comments.  There were none.

a.  General Capital Improvements Bonds – Advertise Per Resolution 

  
 Mr. Quinn explained that this is a notice of intent to issue bonds, which is a prerequisite.  He  
 stated that there is a 45 day statutory time period for a right for residents to petition for a  
 referendum.  He stated that this does not mean that the Township must sell any General  
 Obligation Bonds, this is just a time table requirement so that the General Obligation Bonds 
 would be sold at approximately the same time as the bonds for the West Pontiac Trail Sewer 
  and Water SAD and the bonds for the construction of the South Hill Well site iron removal 
 system. 
 
 Mr. Quinn stated that this bond starts the time table running.  He stated that this bond was  
 prepared by Mr. Wyzgoski and it authorizes the Township Clerk to publish it in the newspaper 
 according to the Michigan Statutory Provisions. 
 
 Mr. Bisio made a motion to approve the Notice of Intent to Issue Bonds for the Charter Township 
 of Lyon, General Capital Improvement Bonds.  Mr. Cash supported the motion. 
 

Mr. Shigley asked if there were any comments regarding the motion from the Board.  There were 
none.  He then asked if there were any public comments.  There were none.

 c.  Resolution of Tentative Declaration To Make Improvements for Martindale Road Water and 
      Roadway Improvements Special Assessment District 

 
Mr. Quinn stated that that the Board has recently received petitions signed by the appropriate 
number of property owners, representing more than 51% of the road frontage along Martindale 
Road.  He noted that these petitions were also signed by record owners of land consisting of  
more than 50% of the total acreage in regards to the water main portion of this SAD.   
 
Mr. Quinn stated that what the Board is doing tonight is setting the public hearing for July 6, 2004 
at 7:00 PM.  He stated that the engineers have estimated the cost of the sewer and water project 
at $1,070,121.  The cost of this SAD will all be borne by one property owner, Lyon Development.  He 
stated that there will not be any assessment made against any other property owner even though 
they did sign the petition. 
 
Ms. Carcone made a motion to approve the Resolution of Tentative Declaration to Make  
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Improvements for the Martindale Road Water and Roadway Improvements Special Assessment 
District.  Mr. Adams supported the motion. 
 
Mr. Shigley asked if there were any comments regarding the motion from the Board.  There were 
none.  He then asked if there were any public comments.  There were none.

Ms. Johnson noted that on the last page of the agreement, “Charter Township of Commerce” 
needs to be changed to “Charter Township of Lyon”. 
 
Mr. Bisio made a motion to approve the Non-Motorized Transportation Facilities Agreement with 
the change noted by Ms. Johnson.  Ms. Carcone supported the motion. 
 
Mr. Shigley asked if there were any comments from the Board on the motion.  There were none. 
He then asked if there were any public comments.  There were none.

 g.  Discussion  - Board Packets – PDF Files  
 
 Mr. Shigley stated that the Board’s agenda sometimes gets very thick.  He stated that the Clerk’s 
 office puts together about 15 large files for distribution.  He stated that with technology today, it 
 will allow PDF files to be made up for all agenda items and given to the Board members.   
 
 Ms. Johnson stated that it was mentioned that McKenna Associates, Inc. is going to put the 
 information in PDF files because they have the equipment to do this.  She questioned what type 
 of a charge would there be to do this.  She noted that the Township does not have the necessary 
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 software to do this and that it costs approximately $500.00. 
 
 Mr. Young stated that he felt that this would be great, but there are a lot of times that they get 
 information on the night of the meeting and there isn’t enough time to place in a PDF file and 
 on the web site.   
 
 Mr. Shigley questioned if they want to do a sample run.  Ms. Carcone stated that she wants to 
know 
 the cost of this before she agrees to this.  Ms. Johnson noted that all the information is available to 
 the public if they ask for it.   
 
 Mr. Shigley stated that he will take the consent agenda and put in on a PDF file and have it put on 
 the web site so that they can access it.  He noted that this would be a sample of how it will work. 
 
 There was no motion for this issue. 
 
 Troy Schilling, 57780 Twelve Mile Road, questioned if the McKenna Associates, Inc. reports would 
 be part of this.  He stated that this would be helpful to the residents. 
 
 h.  Parking Lot Paving – Chris Olson 
 
 Mr. Olson stated that there has been an estimate provided for the paving of the lower parking lot. 
 He stated that the estimate is approximately $59,000.
