 Lifetime Achievement Award: 

John Bell  
 
On April 29, 2015, Lyon Township 
resident John Bell received the Lifetime 
Achievement award from the Chamber 
of Commerce for the South Lyon Area. 
In honor of this, we wanted to recognize 
just some of what John Bell has done, 
and continues to do, for Lyon Township. 
 
John Bell was appointed to the Lyon 
Township Planning Commission on 
September 8, 1980.  While serving on 
the Planning Commission, Bell 
produced the Commissionôs year-end 

report.  On February 21, 1995, he was elected Planning Commission 
Vice-Chairperson.  He was elected Planning Commission 
Chairperson on November 12, 1996, a position he held until October 
of 1998.  He was appointed to the Lyon Township Downtown 
Development Authority (DDA) on January 5, 2009.  He continues to 
serve on the DDA and is currently the Vice-Chairperson.  
Additionally, Bell was appointed as the DDA Liaison to the Parks and 
Recreation Advisory Board on August 13, 2013.  In the past, John 
Bell also served as a member of the Cable TV Committee, the Library 
Board, and the Park Commission. 
 
In 2014, the book Images of America - Lyon Township was 
published.  John Bell was one of the authors, along with Diane 
Andreassi, a reporter for the South Lyon Herald newspaper.  In 
celebration of the book release, Bell hosted many historical 
presentations and book signings. 
 
What John Bell is perhaps most famous for in Lyon Township is 
starting the Lyon Township Kite Festival back in 2009, an event that 
grows stronger and more popular each year.   
 
Lyon Township would not be the same without John Bell!  We thank 
him for everything and are proud to have him as an integral part of 
our community.

Peopleôs Express is a low cost public transportation service 
for select townships and cities in Washtenaw County and 
the surrounding area.  Most of their buses and vans are lift-
equipped, and they all meet ADA requirements. 
 
Lyon Township subsidizes the cost of transportation for our 
residents through Peopleôs Express.  Transportation 
anywhere within Lyon Township costs $4.00 each way, with 
seniors and persons with disabilities paying half of that fare 
($2.00 each way).  Rides going out to Providence Park 
Hospital are $8.00 each way, with seniors and persons with 
disabilities paying half of that fare ($4.00 each way). 
 
Reservations must be made at least three (3) business days 
in advance.  Call 877-214-6073 between 10:00 a.m. and 
2:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, to schedule your ride.  A 
call-back will be given one (1) business day prior to your 
scheduled ride.

The Lyon Township Downtown 
Development Authority (DDA) has 
partnered with Oakland County on a new 
Economic Development initiative called 
ñtech248.ò  Lyon Townshipôs DDA 
Administrator & Economic Development 
Coordinator, Tina Archer, explained how 
Tech248 is designed to harness the 
power of the 2,000+ tech companies 
located in Oakland County.  
 
ñOakland County has more technology-
based companies than Wayne, Monroe, 
and Washtenaw Counties combined.  

Because of this, the Oakland County Economic Development group has divided communities into districts that will work 
together to plan and implement special events designed specifically for the Technology Industry.ò 
 
Lyon Township is part of the Southwest District.  This district also includes the communities of Milford, Commerce Township, 
Novi, Wixom, and South Lyon.  Tech-based companies located in these communities will be invited to come to ñMeetUpò 
events, which will be held in exciting and interesting venues, where only tech-related companies are invited to participate.  
The objective is to create opportunities for tech companies to network and collaborate while promoting Oakland County as 
a global technology hub.  The MeetUps are brief; they last roughly 2 hours and feature a technology champion and guest 
speaker who give 10-15 minute presentations similar to a TEDx event.  The remaining time during the MeetUp focuses on 
networking and enjoying the venue.  Tech-based companies are invited to attend any of the MeetUp events throughout 
Oakland County. 
 
A major concern for technology-based companies in Oakland County is attracting talent.  With this in mind, a requirement 
for the MeetUp events is to invite high school and college students, as well as high school guidance counselors and 
representatives from universities, community colleges, and trade schools to attend.  ñThe MeetUp events provide an 
excellent opportunity to build business relationships and also to attract, develop, and retain talent.  This approach directly 
impacts job growth,ò says Archer. 
 
The first Southwest District MeetUp event was held on March 
26, 2015 at the broadcast house for Detroit Public Television 
located in Wixom.  The event was a great success with over 
100 people in attendance, including representatives from a 
number of Lyon area technology companies and Ron Weber, 
Coach for the South Lyon Robotics Team, the ñFlying 
Toasters.ò    The guest speaker was Thanh Tran, owner of 
Wixom-based Kidpreneur.  Detroit Public Television did a 
great job hosting and providing tours of their facility.  
 
The Southwest District is planning 2-3 more MeetUp events 
this year.  Tech companies are invited to attend these or any 
other MeetUp event throughout Oakland County.  Archer 
explains, ñThe next step for us is to identify a Technology 
Champion for Lyon Township.  We need a passionate 
CEO/business owner who is interested in participating in this 
exciting initiative."
