- to be used upon the affirmative vote of an RTA
board member from each RTA member jurisdiction
for the purpose of construction and operation of a
public transportation system connecting Macomb,
Oakland, Washtenaw, and Wayne counties,
including rapid transit bus routes across county
lines, specialized service for senior citizens and
people with disabilities, commuter rail, airport
express service, and other public transportation
purposes permitted by law, consistent with RTA
bylaws and subject to the limitations of the Regional
Transit Authority Act.

If this new additional assessment is approved and
levied, revenue will be disbursed to the RTA. It is
estimated that $160,907,285 will be collected in the
first year.

SERVICE AGENCY
REGIONAL ENHANCEMENT MILLAGE
PROPOSAL

Pursuant to state law, the revenue raised by the
proposed enhancement millage will be collected by
the Wayne County Regional Educational Service
Agency and distributed to local public school
districts within the boundaries of the Wayne County
Regional Educational Service Agency based on
pupil membership count.

Shall the limitation on the amount of ad valorem
taxes which may be imposed on taxable property in
the Wayne County Regional Educational Service
Agency, Michigan, be increased by 2.00 mills
($2.00 per thousand dollars of taxable value) for a
period of six (6) years, 2016 to 2021, inclusive, as
new additional millage to provide operating funds to
enhance other state and local funding for local
school district operating purposes? It is estimated
that 2 mills would raise approximately $80,000,000
when first levied in 2016.

The revenue from this millage will be disbursed to
the following school districts:
